interior meeting space

Careful planning in creating 64,000 square feet of interior meeting space including outdoor decks and patio is evident in
the design expressing function and accessibility. Twenty-six meeting, banquet, and hospitality rooms are located in our
main building. For convenience, coat checks, built-in registration areas, and ample restrooms are available throughout. In
all, six separate foyers on three levels each contain several separate meeting rooms affording flexibility, choice, and
exclusivity for large or small groups.

arizona ballroom



The nearly 18,000 square foot Arizona Ballroom is one of the largest ballrooms in the Southwest. The ballroom divides into
six separate meeting rooms with private banquet service corridors surrounding two-thirds of the ballroom for convenient and
fluid access to the meeting rooms by the banquet staff and increasing separateness between groups. Two spacious foyers
contain two built-in registration areas, quiet phone areas, flower shop and ample space to enjoy spectacular mountain views
for receptions, banquets, or exhibits and convenient restrooms in two locations. The Arizona Deck provides additional
opportunities to gaze at the mountains above or the pool oasis below on a covered outdoor deck.

meeting rooms

In addition to the ballroom, there are 18 meeting rooms that service groups from 5 to 260 people. All meeting rooms are
adjacent to spacious pre-function foyers and some meeting rooms offer floor-to-ceiling windows with spectacular views of
the mountains and pool area. Food service is efficiently handled through rear entry doors that allow meetings to continue
undisturbed. The Cottonwood and Palo Verde hospitality suites located on the Mezzanine level offer spectacular views of
the resort and the City of Tucson from their expansive windows and balconies. Each room accommodates up to 75 people.
Every meeting room is equipped with a house phone for the planner use, so help is never far away.

specialty rooms
